Programs and services to help residents and businesses are even more important in times of
economic uncertainty. The City of Toronto is working to improve its services to help Torontonians —
especially seniors, youth and people looking for work.

This year, Shelter, Support and Housing Administration created its first guide to services for new
tenants. Created with the help of clients and the staff of community agencies and other city divisions,

the goal of this guide is to provide a one-stop source of information that details how to live on a
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limited budget, where to find services, such as drop in centres, educational resources, food banks,
free or low cost meals, legal support and health care information. This guide also has information on
rent banks which provide short-term loans to help people when they can not pay their rent.

Food Banks in Ward 20

City Service Updates & Announcements

Update on Recent Changes to Commercial Garbage Collection

The City of Toronto’s recently made changes to solid waste collection for commercial businesses. As
of November 1, 2009, commercial collection has been reduced to once a week, with garbage,
recycling and organic waste collected on the same night and on the same schedule as residents
living above businesses. One of the goals of this change is to keep the street as tidy as possible by
coordinating collection to a single night per week for both businesses and residences.

I have concerns about this change and | have heard from many businesses that the reduction in
service to once per week collection is difficult for them. Some of the concerns | have heard about are
that businesses do not have enough green bins to store their organic waste for a full week, and/or
lack storage space on their property to store more bins.

I have raised these concerns with the Mayor’s office and senior staff in the Solid Waste Management
division. | have been assured that Solid Waste Management will work with businesses to address

these concerns on a case-by-case basis. Staff can conduct a site visit at your business to try and
address any concerns. Some of the options they can provide at no cost include:

« Providing additional Green Bins if more bins are needed;
+ Providing additional collection service if there are significant storage constraints.

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3Rs Ambassador Volunteer Program

more of their waste from landfill.

Through the 3Rs Ambassador Volunteer Program, multi-unit residents can volunteer to help their
building divert more waste by promoting the 3Rs: REDUCE, REUSE, and RECYCLE. With tools,
resources, and support from City Staff, residents can create a custom waste diversion education
program that will work for their building and the residents that live there.

The program is looking to promote and recruit volunteers to join the program.

The first volunteer recruitment session will be held on Monday, November 30, 2009. An additional
session may be held in mid-January 2010.

City Policy Work

New Billboard Sign By-law & Update

The City of Toronto’s ambitious program to create a new sign by-law that sets out a city wide
standard to regulate permanent signs (outdoor advertising) is finally before City Council this week.

Sign types regulated by this new by-law will include: fascia and wall signs, free-standing signs and
advertising billboards. Since Toronto’s amalgamation in 1998, the sign by-laws of former
municipalities have continued to apply.

There has been much debate over how the City should regulate this type of signage, what the fees
should be and how they should be collected.

For me, the key points of the debate are that:

= the City has a responsibility to bring a renegade industry under control, by regulating
placement, size and types of signage within the public realm; and

= residents should not be forced to pay for this through tax increases, but rather that the
industry itself, can and should, finance the costs of administering and monitoring the industry.

The fees that are being proposed are essentially a tax on a specific industry that will pay for the costs
to the City of licensing and monitoring a specific industry.
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| also believe that any excess revenues from the proposed billboard licensing fees, if there are in fact
any excess revenues, could be applied to residential tax reductions or sustaining the City’s support
for the arts community.

BeautifulCity.ca is a city building initiative that aims to beautify, democratize and diversify access to
public space, and in turn -- hold companies investing in billboard advertising accountable for their
impact on shared spaces through an annual license fee. The Beautiful City Alliance is comprised of
more than 70 community based groups and arts organizations, that are working together to advocate
for a Beautiful City Billboard Fee (BCBF).

The Beautiful City Billboard Fee (BCBF) would see a charge paid by billboard advertisers through an
annual license fee. Revenue would be dedicated to bylaw enforcement and art in the public sphere. A
priority would be placed on funding marginalized communities and youth art and distributed through
arms-length or peer jury processes. Specific objectives of the BCBF include:

« Urban beautification & employment for artists

- More funding for tracking & policing billboard advertisers

- Helping move Toronto towards a pedestrian focused aesthetic
« Promoting community ownership of public spaces

- Diversifying access to public communication

Close to 500 Ward 20 residents submitted postcards and letters and called in their support for the
Beautiful City, Billboard Free Campaign.

As you likely know, Scadding Court Community Centre (SCCC) is a multi-service community centre
with a long history of innovation and leadership in race relations.

The agency'’s long-time focus on race relations intensified in 2002, when, in response to local
tensions, it brought together 13 local stakeholders to form the Alexandra Park Community Race
Relations Task team to promote positive race relations. Along with an awards program and a
children’s poster contest and campaign, the task team identified systemic issues at play locally. This
inspired the development of projects that continue to have a public and positive impact on race
relations, both locally and across the city.

At Scadding Court, race relations and other social issues are dealt with in two ways. Specific and
targeted projects, programs and events tackle issues of race relations head on. Other programs use
recreation, education and social programming to create inclusive environments and opportunities
which provide safe spaces for dialogue and mutual understanding.

In response to tensions between local youth and police, again, the SCCC tackled the issue head-on.
The Community Education & Access to Police Complaints (CEAPC) project made the complaints
system more accessible. Partnering with 39 other agencies across Toronto, the service combines
public education with support for complainants.

Other programs that promote the elimination of inequity and racism include sending youth to work
with marginalized communities in other countries, summer camps that emphasize the integration of
newcomers and children with disabilities, and work with the Centre for Addiction and Mental Health
for equity-related change.

Toronto is at the forefront of social change - and it is important that we celebrate how far we've come,
but we must never lose sight of, or become complacent about injustice, oppression or inequality.

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New Park in Cityplace Update

| realize many of you - particularly residents of Cityplace - are anxiously awaiting the opening of the
spectacular new park on Fort York Boulevard, which was built by Concord Adex. Although
construction was substanially completed in the fall of 2009, a number of technical details (like hydro
connections for lighting), transfer of the ownership from the developer to the City, and access
agreements for the park over adjacent private property are still being finalized. Please be assured
that City staff, Concord Adex and my office are working hard to resolve these matters and will let you
know when the park is “open.”

In the meantime, following a public process to find a name for this amazing new park - Toronto East
York Community Council adopted the name Canoe Landing.

More than 150 submissions were received from Torontonians through the “Name the Park”
contest that was sponsored by Parks, Forestry and Recreation staff, my office and Spacing
Magazine.

The jury that reviewed the submissions and recommended the name included:

The name, Canoe Landing, is a combination of several park name submissions:

Canoe

“The big canoe park represents a renewed sense of urban community space in the heart of the new
CityPlace neighbourhood in the ward 20 area of the city's waterfront, entertainment and financial
district.”

“Simple, understandable, and as the sculpture so aptly points out, canoes would once have been on
this beach.”

“It will be called this ANYWAY since it's the most prominent component of the park. And it sounds
good.”
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“I propose that the park be called "Red Canoe Park" simply because that is how everyone will refer to
it from now on. The red canoe is distinctive and highly visible, and that is going to be the most
recognizable way to identify it. Whatever name you give it, that's what people will call it. May as well
make it official.”

The canoe reference in the name gives an indirect recognition to its well-known designer, Canadian

writer and artist Douglas Coupland, who came up with the idea.

Landing
“Landing takes the water features of the park (the canoe, fishing bobbers, etc.) into account as well:
After all, a landing is a place where boats congregate to load and unload their goods.”

With the parks proximity to the waterfront and location where the shoreline and harbour formerly were
the site literally was a “landing.”

Toronto is also a “landing place” for thousands of newcomers to Canada.

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Canada Malting Silos

On October 21, 2009, Councillor Vaughan hosted a public meeting regarding the Canada Malting
Silos to receive residents’ feedback about next steps on these structures in the Bathurst Quay
neighbourhood.

The Canada Malting Silos are heritage designated structures that have been recognized by the
federal, provincial and municipal governments as having significant heritage value. However, at
present, the silos are in poor condition and require work to stabilize them.

Over the years there have been a number
of proposals around the Canada Malting
Silos site. In recent years the site was being
considered as a site for a Toronto Museum,
however these discussions have concluded.

A group of city staff from City Planning,
Heritage Preservation Services, Urban
Design, Facilities & Real Estate, Parks, and
the Waterfront Secretariat has been working
on options for the future of the site, and
have reviewed materials including reports
on the physical conditions of the silos, and
the charette report about the Malting Silos
done as part of the Toronto Museum Project
planning.

The concept put forward at the recent community meeting was developed by this staff working group.
It is not a development proposal, but rather a process for moving forward on the site, particularly
around the issues of access and public safety around the site, and clean-up and stabilization of the
buildings.

The concept proposes keeping the silos themselves, but demolishing the lower accessory buildings to
the west of the silos for a development site that could packaged for the private sector to develop and
generate funds to help stabilize and restore the silos rather than demolish them.

Any development at the site would have to fund the stabilization of the silos as well as any benefits
desired through the project. The city could set out strict regulations around this land parcel to ensure
the community’s outcomes would be achieved. Some of these regulations could be around heights
and densities of any buildings, creation of walkways and pedestrian access through the block, and
restoration of the silos. The construction of a swimming pool for community use, which has long been
a priority in this neighbourhood, could also be set out as a priority outcome for any development at
this site.

Residents in attendance at the meeting expressed a desire for more neighbourhood-scale retail and
amenities (a pub, shops, pool) over a purely residential site. There was also feedback that a master
plan was required for the site to plan it in relation to other uses in the area.

About half of the residents in attendance expressed a desire for the silos to be demolished, and half
wanted them to be preserved. However, because of the strong heritage designations of the Malting
Silos, there would be significant consequences if the city chose to pursue demolition of the site. If the
city consented to the demolition of the silos, it would be condoning demolition of heritage by neglect,
and would make it much harder to deal with heritage property owners who want to demolish buildings
with heritage value.
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A working group of area residents and stakeholders has been formed to work with city staff on this
proposal. The first meeting of this neighbourhood working group will be scheduled shortly.

Some work is currently underway at the Malting Silos to create a walkway on the east side of the
silos, to provide better access to Ireland Park and to create a continuous walkway along the water’s
edge around the site. The work involves restoration of the dock wall and removal of the marine leg on
the side of the Malting Silos. The funds for this work has already been budgeted and committed by
the City.
