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Name your lane!

Toronto’s laneways are part of what
gives our downtown neighbourhoods
their character. Neighbourhoods that are
full of them—such as Harbord Village,
which boasts over 40—celebrate their
laneways as places where members of the
community meet. They are where young
children first learn to ride a bike and
where neighbours exchange tips while
out working in their garages. For oth-
ers, laneways provide an alternate way to
explore a familiar ‘hood.

Though well used, most of Toronto’s
laneways don’t have a name. Ward 20 is no
exception. If you have ever tried describ-
ing the location of something located in an
unnamed lane, you'll know that it isn’t easy.
This is especially troublesome if you need
to report a fire or some other emergency
taking place in a neighbourhood lane.

To overcome this problem, I am is
encouraging residents who have properties
on lanes to work together to name them.
In addition to being a great community-
building exercise, naming lanes will help

to ensure public safety. Names will not
only increase emergency response times,
but also make it easier to report other con-
cerns, such as illegal dumping or graffiti.

Naming your lanes is an opportunity
to pay homage to the uniqueness of your
neighbourhood or what makes it special
to you. The names could be based on a
particular theme, such as native song-
birds or historical figures that once lived
on the street.

Harbord Village recently celebrated its
first laneway to be named in recent years:
Louie Laki Lane. Louie Laki arrived in
Toronto from Slovenia in 1957, and lived
on Major Street from 1960 until 2002.
Well-known in the neighbourhood for
his commitment to his community and
generous, hospitable nature, Louie Laki
exemplified the tremendous contribution
that immigrants have made to Toronto.

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This past year, it was hard to pick up a
newspaper without reading about the so-
called “war on the car.” But the idea that
road users — drivers, pedestrians, cyclists
and transit users — must fight for suprema-
cy is an out-dated notion.

They
are a place where 70-year-old grandmoth-
ers feel as safe on a bike and a sidewalk as
they do in a car, where parents feel that
their children are as safe walking to school
as they are bussing it.

Focusing on conflicts between cyclists,
pedestrians and drivers is a divisive ap-
proach.
